Y5 – Study the novel, The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe. Through this, we will strengthen our knowledge of a range of text types including persuasive, descriptive, narrative and discussion based writing. 

Y6 – Use Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet as a stimulus to write a diary, formal persuasive letter and newspaper report. We will also continue to explore a range of punctuation, including colons, semi-colons, hyphens and dashes and apply these in our writing. 




As Historians we will…
Broaden our knowledge and understanding of the social and political changes in Victorian Britain. We will consider the class-based system and changes in Victorian childhood to present day as well as exploring the role of Queen Victoria as monarchy, and learn about significant people during her reign.

As Artists we will…  
Study the artwork of William Morris, making observations about his use of shape, colour and floral patterns. Using block print techniques, we will create our own Victorian-inspired artwork.




As Religious Scholars we will…                               Continue to study Islam and consider the concepts of beliefs and values and think about our own.  We will learn about the beliefs of Muslims and how they affect their lives.


Using Technology we will… 
Use ‘2Code’ on Purple Mash to design simple programs, including short animations and games. We will think carefully about our choice of commands to control objects, movements, events, output and actions. 



	As Designers we will… 
Discover how Victorians used bunting at street parties to celebrate Queen Victoria’s jubilee. We will design and sew our own vintage-inspired bunting using a range of stitches including the running stitch and hemming stitch.



 
As Mathematicians we will…..
Y5 – Learn about factors and multiples and develop our understanding of written and mental methods for multiplication and division. We will also be learning more about fractions and how to add and subtract them.
Y6  –  Use common factors to order, compare and simplify fractions as well as finding equivalent fractions, decimals and percentages. We will look at different ways of adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing factions and mixed numbers with different denominators.                       

	As Scientists, we will…
Study living things and their habitats. We will begin to understand different ways to classify living things and investigate the variety of conditions under which organisms can live and grow.
