Unit 4 Curriculum Map

As scientists we will…
Identify and understand how different forces work. We will carry out a number of experiments to understand gravity, water/air resistance and friction. Look closely at the advantages of different forces and the mechanisms that can impact on the force needed.

As mathematicians we will…
Year 5 – We will be starting our new topic on decimals and linking this to our earlier work on fractions. We will develop our understanding of fraction and decimal equivalents before moving on to percentages. We will focus on how decimals link to money and learn about adding and subtracting decimals with the same and different numbers of decimal places. We will develop our problem-solving skills before consolidating our knowledge of multiplying and dividing by 10,100 and 1000.

Year 6 - Revisit written methods used for all four operations, including long multiplication and division. We will consolidate our knowledge and understanding of fractions and percentages, using a range of mental and written strategies. We will apply our mathematical knowledge in reasoning and problem solving tasks.

Year 5 – Read ‘The 1000 year old boy’ and ‘The Highwayman’ to write different text types, including a character description, a persuasive letter and a non-chronological report.

Year 6 - Use the picture book ‘The Water Tower’ to write different text types, including a character description and persuasive text to revise and improve our range of writing skills.    





As geographers we will…
Learn about the water cycle and the features of a river as well as the use of dams and how we use rivers. We will be visiting Bradgate Park to study the River Lin and reservoir. We will also be using our imagination and learning to create a piece of writing about a message in a bottle.




As designers we will… 
Carry out some market research, taste testing a range of smoothies currently on the market. We will consider the benefits and effects of natural and artificial ingredients, and how they play a part in preserving a product’s shelf-life and enhance their appearance and taste. We will plan and design our own smoothies and use a range of fresh fruits to make them. We will develop our understanding of being safe in the kitchen and learn how to chop with accuracy.




	As PSHE learners we will…
Year 5 – Our topic is ‘Healthy Me’, where we will be learning about the risks of smoking and alcohol and discuss peer pressure. As well as this, we will look at how to stay safe in dangerous situations and body image.
Year 6 – Our topic is ‘Healthy Me’. We will be learning about the risk factors that surround gangs, alcohol and drug use. We will also be looking at taking responsibility for our actions and how we make others feel with our words and actions. 






	As artists we will…
Explore the world of colour by understanding primary, secondary and tertiary colours. We will put our knowledge to the test by creating our own paint range along with catchy names, shades and tones and finish off by creating a complementary colour wheel.



As religious scholars we will…
Consider the concepts of morals, beliefs and values of different religions and think about our own. We will consider a diverse range of views. We will also discover what the difference between right and wrong means to us.

Work together as a team to solve a range of problem solving activities as well as building on using our attacking and defending skills. 
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
