As scientists we will…
Investigate how light travels, what light is made up of and how we see colours and shadows. We will also learn about reflection and refraction and create our own periscope.

As designers we will…
Explore ways in which the Mayans created objects like blankets and God’s Eyes and have a go at using a loom and weaving techniques to create our own examples.




As mathematicians we will….                          
Year 5 – Build upon our knowledge from Year 4 about shapes and properties of shapes with links to our previous unit, angles. We will also be looking at strategies for multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1,000 as well as negative numbers and conversion of units of measurement. 
Year 6 - Continue to learn about fractions, decimals and percentages, developing our fluency, problem solving and reasoning skills. We will also look at solving a range of mathematical investigations with multiple steps.

As PSHE learners we will … 
Year 5 – Look at how you as an individual view yourself and how that impacts on the friendships you choose. We will look at what is considered to be a healthy friendship and things that sometimes can lead to problems in friendships.

Year 6 – Discuss how control and power can affect different types of relationships. Using Michael Rosen’s Sad Book, we will learn about what if feels like to lose somebody close to us and the five stages of grief. 


In RSE we will…
Year 5 – Discuss our own self-image and learn about the changes that occur during puberty for boys and girls. We will also learn about sexual intercourse and how this leads to conception and babies being made.  

Year 6 – Discuss our own self-image and learn about the changes that occur during puberty for boys and girls. We will also learn about sexual intercourse and how this leads to conception and babies being made as well as the stages of pregnancy and giving birth. We will also be discussing physical attraction and relationships.
