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A few weeks ago, footballer Marcus 

Rashford wrote a letter to the government 

and asked them to continue giving 

children free school meals over summer as 

some families might need more help 

because of Coronavirus. 

Boris Johnson said he would! He told Marcus 

that he was able to understand the situation 

much better because of Marcus’ letter.

The celebrity impact 

During school time, the government provides 

free school meals to children who need it.

Lots of celebrities shared their support 

for Captain Tom and presenter Piers 

Morgan promised to donate £10,000 of 

his own money to his cause!
