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Intent
At Dovelands Primary school it is our intention to engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music by making music an enjoyable learning experience. Our teaching focusses on children gaining a firm understanding of what music is through listening, singing, playing, evaluating, analysing and composing. We encourage children to participate in a variety of musical experiences through which we aim to build up the confidence of all children. Children develop descriptive language skills in music lessons when learning about how music can represent feelings and emotions. We teach them the disciplined skill of recognising a beat and we encourage children to discuss music using technical vocabulary such as volume, pitch and rhythm. In addition to this, we teach the children how to work with others to compose music and perform for an audience. We are committed to developing a curiosity for the subject alongside ensuring children understand the value and importance of music in the wider community. Our aim is to build our routes to resilience character skills by embedding them through music education. Some of these include; perseverance, concentration, teamwork, respect and resilience which will help children prepare for the wider world. Our intention is that children are able to develop and use their musical skills, knowledge, and experiences to involve themselves in music, in a variety of different contexts, both now and in the future. 

Implementation

At Dovelands Primary School, Music is taught to all Key Stages on a two-year cycle. The music curriculum ensures children sing, listen, play, perform and evaluate. This is embedded in the classroom through structured music lessons as well as singing in assemblies, performances. The music curriculum is designed to engage learners, enhance creativity and develop their music vocabulary. Composing or performing using body percussion and vocal sounds is also part of the curriculum, which develops the understanding of musical elements without the added complexity of an instrument. The school also has whole class ensemble teaching in Years 3 and 4 where children are taught recorders in Year 3 and Ukulele in both Year groups. This is taught by a music specialist to ensure quality first teaching. Opportunities are taken to perform in class, in whole assemblies and also to parents and the wider community. Teachers plan by creating medium term plans from the Music Long Term Map with a clear focus on the progression from the End of Key Stage Expectations. Teachers encourage children to become resilient learners by teaching them how to evaluate and improve their own learning. 


Impact
At Doveland’s Primary School children are encouraged to be creative learners through a varied music programme. This variety allows children to develop a rich palette of fundamental abilities such as: achievement, self-confidence, interaction with and awareness of others and self-reflection. Alongside this, children will gain an understanding of culture and history. Children are able to enjoy music as either a listener, creator or performer. They have an understanding of how to further develop skills less known to them, should they ever develop an interest in their lives.
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
