Intent
At Dovelands, it is our intention that all children will be able to articulate clearly and coherently their personal beliefs, ideas, values and experiences while respecting the rights of others. We want to encourage the children to ask questions about faith, we will do this by providing provoking challenging questions and meaning and purpose in life, beliefs about God, ultimate reality, issues of right and wrong and what it means to be human.

It is important to us that we help the children to develop an aptitude for dialogue so that they can participate positively in society with its diverse religions and worldwide views.
Implementation

We intend that the children at Dovelands are able to make links between religious and moral ideals and their influence on lifestyle and behaviour. This will be achieved through teaching and where possible visits to places of worship to allow the children to immerse themselves in the faith and community. Through teaching we encourage the children to ask questions and understand a range of answers. We expect all children to show respect to others and their faith. 
Impact
At Dovelands, we believe that through our teaching of RE the children will learn about religions and gain knowledge about different religions. Through discussions the children will learn from others about religions and have an opinion of worldwide views. We encourage the children at Dovelands to ask ‘Big questions’ and take part in discussions about their faith and other faith’s. Our school is a large, multicultural diverse school it is important to us that the children have respect for others and appreciate and understand the different cultures and faiths of our school community and wider society.
